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Be careful of job offers asking you to subscribe a mobile phone!
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POLICE!

On social media...

DO NOT apply for any job asking you to “subscribe a mobile phone” or “prepare your
certificate of residence, health insurance card, or residence card,” or saying “You'll get
paid on a high daily rate on the spot.”

If you subscribe a mobile phone to resell
you will be imprisoned for not more than 10 years for the charge of Fraud (Article 246

of the Penal Code.)

Active mobile phones and SIM cards

If you repeatedly sell them without permission of the mobile phone company, you
may violate the Mobile Phone Improper Use Prevention Act.
Imprisonment for not more than 2 years or a fine of not more than 3,000,000 yen

If you subscribe a mobile phone for illicit purposes, you will not only be an accomplice
in a crime but also have to pay the terminal and service fee in total.
